E. Harris Subdivision as recorded by a plat now of record in Cabinet A, Slide 7; of the Deed Records of Rockwall County, Texas;

THENCE, N 1º54’29” W, a distance of 23.00 feet to a point for a corner, said point being in the east right-of-way of said Clark Street and the west property line of said Hogue tract;

THENCE, N 88º05’31” E, a distance of 20.00 feet to a point for a corner;

THENCE, N 1º54’29” W, a distance of 75.00 feet to a point for a corner;

THENCE N 61(10’26” E, a distance of 118.99 feet to a point for corner, said point being 

N 07(02’48” W, a distance of 221.18 feet from a1/2-inch iron rod found in the southeast corner of said Hogue tract;

THENCE S 32(27’20” W, a distance of 152.88 feet to a point for a corner;

THENCE S 55º16’32” W, a distance of 47.37 feet to the POINT OF BEGINNING, said permanent drainage easement containing 0.127 acres of land.

Also a 15 foot temporary construction easement being parallel and adjacent to the south line of the said permanent drainage easement.
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
