Item III – A – TL2004-169: Crestview Phase 3, Block F, Lot 5
This tract is the most southern property of the Crestview Phase III development and the address is 1250 Coastal Drive.  Our records indicate a 20’ Sanitary Sewer and Drainage Easement runs through the takeline property.  We do not have any record of any additional easements that are located in the sublease area.  
All of the lots to the north of the subject property eligible to participate in the program have had their sublease lines based on an extension of the property lines.  
Item III – B – TL2004-046: Northshore, Block D, Lot 33

The property is located near a curve on Sunset Hill Drive where the lake edge does not follow the same alignment and this has created a situation where some lots are wider at the front property line and narrower at the rear property line.  Because of this, some sublease areas had to be aligned in a similar fashion.  In doing this, improvements made in the takeline area prior to sublease lines being drawn were not considered.      
Item III – C – TL2004-066: Grady Rash Subdivision, Block A, Lot 2

Mr. Rash’s prior agreements with the City of Dallas were made prior to the Interlocal Agreement signed by the City of Dallas and the City of Rockwall in 1998.  The Interlocal Agreement allowed cities surrounding the lake the opportunity to sublease the takeline area to residential homeowners and gave full control of the area to the local City.  By continuing the property line as requested by Mr. Rash, two lakefront homeowners would be denied the opportunity to sublease the property behind their houses.    
Item III – D – TL2004-069: Grady Rash Subdivision, Block A, Lot 5
